Dark Days
Use of this documentary follows people living underneath the city streets of New York city.  Students analyze this situation compared to the expectations of society through themes of social stratification 

Children Underground
Children Underground is a documentary which follows feral children living on the streets in Romania.  It is here that we analyze the Nature versus Nurture argument and the impact that our environment has on our personality.

A Devil’s Playground
When Amish children turn 16 they practice what is known as Rumspringa; a transition time in their adulthood where they experiment with “English” life.  We look closer at social structure, deviance, and adolescent problems within our society through this documentary.
Bloods & Crips 
Bloods and Crips is a documentary citing the history behind the conflict showing students how social structure and society created two of the most notorious gangs in history.
Footloose
In Footloose we break down how social norms and religion serve as a function of society.  We break down the social variables in this film seeking to understand the role religion has in our society.
The Breakfast Club

The showing of this film helps students relate deviance and education as a function of our society.  Deviance can help to unify the group and elicit social change.

Scared Straight

This is a prison documentary that illustrates the major themes of deviance, social structure, and socialization.  The film was famous in the 1970s for its work on convicts trying to use their experiences to influence the behavior on deviant adolescents.  Twenty years later the film crew from the 70s track down the former adolescents to see whether or not resocialization was effective.
